x Water budgeting adjustments:

* Manual operation that adjusts a percentage of

original programmed run time up or down.
x Cycle & Soak:

* Adjusts total station run time down into multiple
smaller cycles with soakn time between cycles to
control puddling & run-off.

* Automatically inhibits the system when a
predetermined moisture level is measured.
